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1. Help reduce traffic congestion 
by walking, riding, or carpooling
2. If you must drive, avoid the 
rush by arriving 15 min before 
and 15 min after school
3. Pull all the way forward inside 
of the pick up/drop off line
4. Turn off your engine while 
waiting in the pick up/drop off 
line
5. Drop students off at the curb, 
not in intersections, the street, or 
bike lanes
6. Slow down and use extra 
caution in school zones and 
along commute routes
7. Don't make u-turns or 
manuevers that put other road 
users at risk
8. Signal your turns and ALWAYS 
yield to pedestrians
9. Avoid texting, phonecalls, and 
other distractions while driving
